1.  Nursing Orders:

  Skin Cleansing 

· Remove stool and or urine from skin contact as soon as possible.
· Clean heavy soiling from skin using standard moist washcloths and perineal cleanser.
Protection of Intact/Non-Intact Skin

· Perineal care washcloths w/ 3% dimethicone (Comfort Shield® Perineal Care Washcloths) for final rinse or removal of light soiling to skin with each incontinent episode.

Treatment of Non-intact skin

· Xenaderm® ointment: Apply in a thin layer to affected tissue twice daily and PRN with each episode of incontinence.

Canidiasis/yeast rash: 

· Nystatin antifungal powder 2-3 times daily to affected tissue.
· Antifungal barrier cream every 4-8 hours and PRN to affected tissue.

Containment

· Fecal Pouch (Hollister) for containment of incontinent stool.  Apply per incontinence management guideline. Change every 24-72 hours and PRN if leaking.



· Flexi-Seal® Fecal Management System (WOCN evaluation or Physician Order is required for placement).
· 45cc tap water to inflate retention bulb.

· Irrigate catheter with 45cc-60cc tap water, as needed to maintain patency of device.

· Check catheter position after turning, repositioning, or if the patient 
position changes.

· Retention bulb may be re-inserted if dislodged (See IMG for procedure).
